products.
 Ɣ We recommend heating the cabin once a month if the sauna is not used for a long time.

If these are just under the surface, heat can cause them to soften and “bleed”.

The leaking pitch can be removed with a rag soaked in acetone. If only droplets of 
pitch occur, allow these to harden and then carefully scrape them off with a knife.
